Unstoppable

What happens when the Unstoppable Force 
meets the Immovable Object?

1 When the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome 
bought spices, so that they might go and anoint him. 2 And very early on the first day of 
the week, when the sun had risen, they went to the tomb. 3 And they were saying to one 
another, “Who will roll away the stone for us from the entrance of the tomb?”  
4 And looking up, they saw that the stone had been rolled back—it was very large. 5 And 
entering the tomb, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, dressed in a white 
robe, and they were alarmed. 6 And he said to them, “Do not be alarmed. You seek Jesus 
of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has risen; he is not here. See the place where they 
laid him. 7 But go, tell his disciples and Peter that he is going before you to Galilee. There 
you will see him, just as he told you.” 8 And they went out and fled from the tomb, for 
trembling and astonishment had seized them, and they said nothing to anyone, for they 
were afraid.   Mark 16:1-8 esv

35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or  
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or danger, or sword?... 38 For I am sure that  
neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things to come,  
nor powers, 39 nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to 
separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Romans 8 esv)

1. From Questions: 
The women brought spices to anoint Jesus’ body, 
showing they still expected Him to be dead. What 
does this reveal about their understanding of His 
promise to rise again? What questions might they 
have been asking themselves as they approached 
the tomb? 
 

2. To Confusion: 
When they arrived and found the stone rolled away 
and the tomb empty, they were alarmed and 
confused. Why do you think it was diBicult for them 
to believe the angel’s message that Jesus had risen 
“just as he told you”? How does confusion 
sometimes stand in the way of faith? 
 

3. To Fear: 
Verse 8 says the women fled “trembling and 
bewildered” and were afraid to say anything. Why do 
you think fear was their first reaction to the 
resurrection? How does this moment contrast with 
the hope that comes from Jesus’ victory over death?
