The record of the genealogy of Jesus the Messiah, the son of David, the son of Abraham...

Matthew 1:1

The Bible is GOD’S REVELATION OF HIMSELF to us!

God’s revelation of Himself did not come ALL AT ONCE.
It came PROGRESSIVELY over time

— God’s Savior would be “BORN OF A WOMAN” Gen 3:15
— He would come through the family of ABRAHAM Gen 12:3, Gal 3:8,16
— He would come of the line of ISAAC Gen 17:19;26:2-5
— He would come through the line of JACOB Gen 25:23; 28:14Num 24:17
— He would come of the tribe of __ JUDAH __ Gen49:10
— He will arise from the stem (stump) of JESSE 1s11:1
— God would establish a Messianic dynasty through DAVID’S line 2sam 7:16-17

After David, God stopped specifying

30 And the angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary; for you have found favor with God.
31 “And behold, you will conceive in your womb, and bear a son, and you shall name Him
Jesus. 32 “He will be great, and will be called the Son of the Most High; and the Lord God
will give Him the throne of His father David;

And beginning with Moses and with all the prophets, He explained to them the things
concerning Himself in all the Scriptures.  Luke 24:27-28

v Many of the people and events in the OT actually PREFIGURE Jesus!
v Many of the David’s victories and sufferings are quoted in the NT as a
picture o JESUS’ victories and suffering!

Goliath is a prefigure of Jesus’ defeat of EVIL

David’s exit from Jerusalem during Absalom’s rebellion prefigured Jesus’ crossing
the Kidron valley and up the Mount of Olives the night he was betrayed

Ahitophel’s betrayal mirrored Judas’ betrayal of Jesus. Like Ahitophel, Judas went

and hung himself!
